Chances are you have already eaten
genetically engineered (GE) foods. Without
warning or notice you have been included in
a dangerous experiment on our food. Look at
the ingredient list on any packaged food on
Randall s shelves. You are likely to find
ingredients from corn, soy, canola, and
cottonseed. These ingredients commonly
come from plants that have been genetically
engineered and are being grown on millions
of acres in the United States. Currently, 60 to
70 percent of processed foods contain GE
ingredients. Any Safeway product not labeled
as organic is likely to include these GE
ingredients.

Demand Your Right To Know

Without labeling, consumers must rely on the
companies we trust to supply us with the
foods we want to buy. We have a basic right
to know what s in our food. Randall s says it

responds to its customers, yet the company
has heard from thousands of consumers on
this issue and has still failed to take action. 

Other stores have already taken steps that
Randall s has failed to take. Trader Joe s,
Whole Foods and Wild Oats markets, three
national chains with hundreds of stores, have
made the commitment to eliminate GE
ingredients from their store brands. Major
food companies like Gardenburger and
Heinz have taken steps to eliminate GE
ingredients from their products. If these giant
food makers can provide consumers with the
food we want, so can Randall s.
